Call to the Ministry of PW Disaster Preparedness

PW Disaster Preparedness Trainers Needed

Presbyterian Women in collaboration with Presbyterian Disaster Assistance are seeking Presbyterian Women with time and interest in training congregations and presbyteries in disaster preparedness.  This specialized ministry’s focus is the need for every presbytery and congregation to have basic plans and preparations in the event of a church emergency or direct hit by disaster, - natural, human-caused, or industrial-technical. 

Consider:

· Tornadoes are touching down in several locations in your presbytery. The EP is out-of-town. What is the presbytery’s disaster plan?  
· Gunshots fired from the parking lot next to the church. What is the disaster plan for office staff, committee meetings, and the youth group now in the church?

PW and PDA plan to train a minimum of four PWs in each presbytery to take disaster preparedness training to congregations and to presbyteries.  Each PW Disaster Preparedness Trainer will be expected to organize and conduct a minimum of three disaster preparedness trainings a year.

PW Disaster Preparedness Trainer Requirements:

· Interest in disaster preparedness.

· Three-year commitment to actively seek, set-up, and conduct at least three disaster preparation trainings per year in congregations, clusters, and/or presbytery/presbyteries.

· Presentation experience.

· Comfortable in using email and PowerPoint presentations.

· Completed application and three references: 

· PWP or PWS Moderator 

· Pastor or clerk of session

· One who has heard you present
